The AICE Curriculum requires students to successfully **complete a minimum of seven AICE level courses and the corresponding examinations, with at least one course and exam from each of three subject groupings AND the “Core”. **Complete = 1) pass the course & 2) “sit for”/take the Cambridge exam (passing the exam is not required for high school graduation but is required to earn the AICE Diploma). 
To earn the AICE Diploma, students must earn a passing score (A-E) on 7 AS or A level exams (one from each of the three subject groupings including the Core). The remaining credits can come from any of the groups with a maximum of TWO credits from Group 4. AS level courses earn 1 AICE credit, A level courses earn 2.
