· Has overcome a significant family, academic, or emotional hardship. (Include a brief paragraph description of the hardship.)
· Student must have a minimum grade point average of 2.5 GPA 
· To be chosen as a scholarship recipient, they must have completed 50 community service hours during high school.

Guidelines: Scholarships will be awarded on an annual basis and disbursed at the annual Scholarship Gala. Students must continue to attend classes and maintain no lower than a 2.5 grade-point average (or equivalent).
 
Amount: Each scholarship awarded will be a minimum of $2,000
